In 2023, the Milwaukee Film Festival celebrated an increase of in-person attendance by
over 58%, featuring in-person screenings and events around the city. The 15-day event
featured:

« Over Public, In-Cinema Screenings - 135 feature films, including 62 documentary
features, 73 fiction features, and 148 short films. Over of features and of
short films were directed by women or nonbinary filmmakers.
